A Few Words from the PADO’s

Activity in Sussex - Lynsey Wheels
Communication, Coach education and Club Development describe the current focus for Sussex Athletics. After the first Coaches forum at the Broadfied Stadium in Crawley, organised by the Sussex Athletics Development Group SADG, Sport England Active Sports Funding is benefiting clubs by letting coaches help decide what’s needed.
 

As a result, the SADG have planned County Squad Training, Coach Education, Coach and Officials Forums for the first part of next year and information has been distributed in booklet form to nearly 400 Athletics coaches in Sussex. The booklet, attractively produced by the Sussex Sports Partnership gives coaches the opportunity to apply for coach education funding and find out about opportunities for Uk:Athletics renewal points. 
 

Our New Head Coach is Martin Bilham who has played a major role in developing the coach education programme and County Squad Training over the past couple of months. He has taken on a challenging role and I'm sure we will see this area develop at a fast rate over the coming year. 
 

Michael Carrington, the new Sussex Officials Secretary, also a member of the SADG, is leading the way for Sussex Officials and on April 2nd 2004 will help Sussex will be host the first Sussex Officials Forum at the Broadfield Stadium, Crawley. The forum will give officials the chance to voice their requirements.

Activity in Surrey – Sarah-Jane Sykes

There is plenty Panther Club activity around the county starting at the beginning of February. In January 550 children have either taken part or been shown an agility challenge demonstration, in the aim of promoting the indoor Panther sessions.
Camberley AC had a fun Christmas party and used that opportunity to speak with many club members.  They have collected a lot of feedback from the children and parents of what they like about the club( its friendliness) and what they would like more of (e.g. regular communication)
Following on from this they had a brainstorming and vision evening, creating solutions to the issues that were brought up. Many of the solutions are about organisation and they found that most of these are provided in the Clubmark packs. They will be using the templates for volunteer role descriptions,  promotion leaflets and code of conducts/what's expected of athletes. Also with their Clubmark  they are achieving standards in child protection  and first aid. They are beginning to communicate the vision of how they would like their club to be, and putting
the action in place to make this happen.
Surrey Coaching Forum - We are providing an opportunity for all coaches in Surrey to take part in an informal discussion and plan for the future of coaching in Surrey. The aims of the forum are to provide a credible platform for coaches to air their views and suggestions, and to create a more local infrastructure and support in the way coaches would like. Activity in Kent – Chris Bowman

The number of Panther Clubs is building up very well. There are year 5 and 6 clubs in Swale(2), Dover (3), Ashford (2), Canterbury, Tonbridge (2) and Tunbridge Wells.
There are year 7 & 8 clubs in Maidstone, Tonbridge, Tunbridge Wells, Ashford and Canterbury. In conjunction with the PESSCL project, clubs run by Invicta AC, Ashford AC and Medway & Maidstone AC are going to start soon. Links with Sports Colleges and Local Authority Sport Development Officers are starting to bear fruit with the promise of many more school based Panther Clubs starting in the next few months. There are more than 200 athletes who have joined the Panther clubs with no previous involvement in athletics. Their details will be entered in a database shortly so they can be tracked and directed to other opportunities in athletics.
A County Coaching Conference is to be held on Sunday 21st March at the University of Kent at Canterbury. The Athletics specific section will count towards UKA renewal credits for coaches. An additional credit will be available to coaches who attend a shine:awards workshop that is being run as part of the conference. Coaches will need to register for the conference in advance with places on the Shine Workshop limited to the first 24 applicants. Apply to Chris Bowman on 07970 544 324 or 01622 202 350.

PESSCL Update 

Hello everyone I’m Peter ‘PESSCL’ Le Rossignol and I am the PESSCL Project Officer for Kent. For those who don’t know, PESSCL stands for PE School Sport Club Links and in brief it is an initiative to help improve links between schools and sports clubs. Kent is one of nine counties to receive funding to pilot the initiative up to the end of March 2004. 

Kent is currently working with three clubs on PESSCLs with another three coming on board in April 2004. Each club has appointed a Club Liaison Officer who will go into local primary and secondary school to promote athletics in the area, including local Active Sports Panther Clubs, their Athletics Club and other schemes run through Local Authorities etc…. The Project is working in Partnership with the Clubs, Kent Active Sports and the Sports College Network. The next few months will see the first school visits from the Club Liaison Officers and I will let you know how successful these have been in the next newsletter. Renewing Your Coach Licence

It is important to note that while some coaches may choose to automatically update their licence by progressing to the next level of award, or by picking up UK Athletics Education and Training module, there are other ways of renewing for which we are currently compiling a reference list of activities. Coaches may be eligible for renewal credits for many of their current activities - such as involvement with squads; seminars and UK Athletics accredited and approved mentoring. Coaches will be given credit for this learning once they have completed the renewal credit evidence form on page 13 of the coaching licence and filled in a “reflective note”. The reflective note is designed to help coaches focus on how they will use a renewal activity to develop further coaching skills and knowledge and apply these to their specific coaching sessions / programmes.

Renewal Credits
During or following the renewal activity, the activity organiser will be asked to sign and date the renewal credits evidence form on page 13 of the coach licence for each coach taking part in the activity. Coaches should retain their licence until requested to submit them for renewal by UK Athletics or their Home Country or RETA.  This will take place from January 2005

Coaches Forums

Where would athletes be without their coaches?

Coaches in groups collectively possess a huge amount of experience, knowledge and learning.

The idea of setting up coaching forums is to encourage the sharing, learning and passing on of this information between coaches in each county. 

Kent has a well-established Forum that runs bi-annually. 

Sussex ran their first Forum in November out of which has emerged a year- long calendar of workshops, clinics and forums.

Surrey is launching their programme on March 12th and details of their progress will be reported in the next Keeping Track Newsletter.

	Funding


CARP (Community Athletics Refurbishment Programme)

Sport England has an allocation of £5million to spend on refurbishing tracks in England over the next 3 years. All tracks have been inspected and recommendations made.

Horsham District Council & Horsham Blue Star Harriers have been successful in their application to renovate facilities at the Broadbridge Heath Track including the replacement of a Pole Vault and High Jump bed.

To find out if your local track is a designated CARP applicant please contact me.

Lottery Applications
The Lottery Fund will reopen for business on April 1st.  Funds will be distributed regionally through the newly formed Regional Sports Boards. (RSB)

The RSB in the South East is chaired by Mary MacInally and has 9 representatives from the 7 counties for which it is responsible. In addition to Surrey, Sussex and Kent, Oxfordshire, Hampshire, Buckinghamshire and Berkshire comprise the South East.

This region will most likely operate as one hub under UKA’s Modernisation proposals.

Discussions regarding Modernisation are ongoing and will be affected by the review (currently being carried out by Sir Andrew Foster.)  to decide if our sport is ‘fit for purpose’

Active England

Active England is a Community Sport Investment Project Fund available until March 2004 for capital and revenue projects.

The aim of the scheme is to encourage participation in sport and physical activity.

A pot of £11.3 million is available in the South East region to fund multi sport projects i.e. those involving a minimum of 4 sports.

Applications must be for a minimum of £50,000 and received by March 31st 2004.More information can be found on the Sport England website

On May 6th 1954 Roger Bannister created a special piece of history when  he broke for the first time the elusive 4-minute  mile barrier at the Ilfley Road Track in Oxford.

The mile still holds great appeal for talented 1500m runners, although time has seen the record fall to 3 minutes 41.13 and is now possessed by Hicham El Guerrouj.

In recognition and celebration of this achievement millions of people in Britain will be able to take part in a world record to celebrate Roger Bannisters record.
