Activity in Sussex – Emma Forward
Lynsey Wheels is now on maternity leave and her post is being covered by Emma Forward (previously Regional Development Officer for Triathlon).  

On May 4th, the first CSLA Athletics Bolt On Course for students will be run at St Andrews School Worthing. This will be followed by a second course in Lewes on May 24th that is being run in conjunction with a Teacher Training Workshop – both run by Sports Hall Associates. All these courses are being run with the aim to set up and support new Panther Clubs in the County. 

Two more clubs have recently signed up to Clubmark (East Grinstead and Lewes) bringing the county total to nine. Seven of these clubs have recently benefited through the funding and development of Coach Mentors.

The Sussex Youth Games on June 27th will feature Athletics for Years 7 & 8 in a fun competition aimed at newcomers to the sport. This will once again be held at the Broadbridge Heath Track in Horsham.

Following the success of the first Coach and Officials Education programme, a second booklet detailing all courses for the latter half of the year is due out by the start of August.

This year to increased youth games participation for students with disabilities in the county we are taking two SURREY Teams to the Hampshire Parallel Games to be held on Friday 18th June 2004 at Aldershot Garrison Sports Facilities.  These two teams will be chosen from 2 festival style team competitions held at Woking and Dorking. The games are for school years 7,8,9&10 and for those with  Moderate Learning Difficulties, Severe Learning Difficulties and Physical Difficulties.

There will be two squads of ten training in the run up to the games with teams of 6 competing on the day.  They will take part in throwing, jumping and running events.

There will also be an opportunity for young people to take part in a paralympic education activity as well as the chance to meet a Paralympian!

	PESSCL -  PE Sport & School Club Link


The PESSCL Project is a government funded initiative encouraging children to join clubs. It aims for firm links to be established between schools and their local sports (athletics) clubs, making the process of joining a club easier for both athlete and club. The project is part of the overall task of encouraging children to take more exercise and instil in them a healthier lifestyle.

Three clubs in Kent, Invicta East, Ashford AC and Medway & Maidstone through their Specialist Sports Colleges have established such links. Their nominated club liaison officers under the guidance of Peter Le Rossignol (County Coordinator) have been visiting schools since January. They have conducted taster sessions to promote their club or Panther clubs leaving children with an enthusiasm for athletics and providing club literature and leaflets. 

In addition, the teachers have been introduced to the Shine Award and other initiatives.

	Coaches Corner


Coaches Forums took place in all three counties in March giving coaches the opportunity to share their experiences and ideas as to how they would like give and receive support in their respective counties.

Sussex – 5th March

This was Sussex’s second Forum and was attended by 32 coaches. They spent time reviewing the clinics which had taken place in the earlier part of the year. These were organised by Martin Bilham and conducted by Andy Neal (Weight Training), Paul Eales & Neville Taylor (Planning Training), Chris Benham (Stretching & Mobility, Sports Injuries), and Steve King (Long  & High Jump – including video analysis)

A discussion then took place to determine further ideas for clinics to be run this autumn.

As RDC I gave an overview explaining the merging of the County AA Development Group and the Active Sports Development group and how this has resulted in an ‘athletics development plan’ for the county of Sussex.

Additionally an overview of the squad system and selection procedures was presented and a lively question and answer session concluded the evening.

Surrey - 12th March

58 Surrey coaches attended the Forum organised by Bruce Judd at the Sutton Arena that opened with a lively presentation from Mike Winch who has recently been appointed as the Vice President of UK Athletics. Mike’s talk on coaching in general and his involvement with the organisation British Coaches UK was chacteristically challenging and thought provoking.

Group discussion indicated the need felt by coaches for more support via mentors, event specific clinics and the pooling of expertise among Surrey coaches to help the coaching fraternity. The development group are already setting to work to bring this about

Dr Damien Colman explained the facilities and services available at the lab and how they could benefit athletes.

	Officials


Regional Officials Meeting  

Key Officials from each county met to consult with UKA Training Manager Maggie Still on March 22nd at Crawley concerning the proposals to update and improve the Officials Education structure

The proposals include a centrally organised education and examination system including UKA tutors, a national database, Pass & Licences, and Renewal Credits.

 Views were exchanged and the South East officials were able to cite many examples of current effective practice that they felt should not be disregarded in the move to a new system. Changes envisaged by UK Athletics will be conveyed via an Officials Newsletter in the next few months.

Sussex Officials Forum

A successful gathering of 42 Sussex Officials gave them an opportunity to share views, experiences and make requests to the organiser, County Officials Secretary Michael Carrington who sits on the Sussex Athletics Development Group.

Peter Lenton (a very senior official from Kent) gave an interesting insight to the varied experiences he had as an official and referee, including his experiences at international meetings including the Manchester Commonwealth Games and World Indoor Championships.

Subsequent discussions included the need for concerted efforts to attract new officials be they young old or middle aged into the sport.

A presentation showing the Young Officials Award on the Shine CD was briefly viewed.

Those attending welcomed plans for bi-annual Forums. The next Sussex Officials Forum to review the lessons of the Track & Field season will be in October

	Squads
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The 48 strong SSK Squad met for a Training Day on March 20th at Sutton Arena where 10 regional coaches coached the athletes through a 3-hour event specific training session.

After lunch, Sarah Coope appropriately gave a lecture on nutrition after which the athletes took part in a multi event challenge involving sprinting, jumping and throwing organised by Triple Jump Coach and AAA Performance Director John Vernon.

The day ended with a UKA 17-22 Forum run by Peter Le Rossignol whilst the coaches had a chance to review and discuss the day’s activities.

Athletes were accompanied by their personal coaches who were able to watch observe the sessions and gain 2 renewal points for their attendance.

Both athletes and coaches benefit from this regional gathering and are keen to see the squad develop.

	Funding


CARP (Community Athletics Refurbishment Programme)

Tonbridge School is the latest successful recipient of the Sport England CARP Grants.

They have been made an award enabling them to refurbish their throwing circles, long jump pits and track surface.

Changes to ‘Awards for All’ Grants

Grants of up to £5000 are available through Awards for All





The following changes will come into effect from 1st April 2004:

· The 'turn around' time for applications will be reduced to approximately 6 weeks 

· A 'micro grants' scheme (up to £500) will be piloted over the coming months in this region. 

· School sports applications will be required to make sure they are 'outward looking', i.e. making connections with sustainable sporting structures outside of the school gates, in particular, creating links with community sports clubs and community coaches (in line with PESSCL, school-club links).

· General applications will be required to clearly identify how the project will promote physical activity and contribute to raising participation levels in sport and physical activity.

· Multi-sport/multi-activity applications will be welcomed, as will cross-distributor applications linking arts, health, dance and drama together.
· The income level of a school/club will be taken into account, and may affect the outcome of a bid.

· When demand is high, bids that most clearly meet the aims of Awards for All and the regional focus priorities are most likely to be supported.

Discussions are taking place as to whether the maximum upper limit of an Awards for All grants should be increased to £10,000.  If agreed, this will be implemented from April 2005.

Changes to Disability Discrimination Act

There have been some recent equity legislative changes to part of the Disability Discrimination Act (DDA), which comes into effect on 1 October 2004: This may have implications for Athletics clubs particularly in regard to facilities

· Since 2 December 1996 it has been unlawful for service providers to treat disabled people less favourably for a reason related to their disability.


· Since 1 October 1999 service providers have had to make "reasonable adjustments" for disabled people, such as providing extra help or making changes to the way they provide their services.


From 1 October 2004 service providers may have to make other "reasonable adjustments" in relation to the physical features of their premises to overcome physical barriers to access. 	Celebrating 50 Years of the 4 Minute Mile Barrier


The 6th of May saw a celebration of Roger Bannister's 4-minute record set 50 years ago in 1954. Some of the best milers in Britain gathered at the Iffley Road track to recreate the atmosphere and of that momentous occasion. The fastest mile this year was run by Australian Craig Motram in a time of 3.56.

Nationwide people are being encouraged to relate to completing a mile in this years Sport Relief event.  

	Sport Relief – Go the Extra Mile


Sport Relief is a fun way of bringing sport and charitable giving together, and in 2002 raised a massive £14.4million. This year the campaign theme is Go the Extra Mile - interpret this how you will; the possibilities are endless! 

On July 10th the BBC are organising what they hope will be a world record - the biggest mass participation sports event ever with as many participants as possible completing a one-mile challenge the length and breadth of the UK.
One mile events will be staged nationwide being split into Time Trial events where participants will race the clock or at least have the facility to be timed and Freestyle Events where the more creative participants will complete mile in the style they wish – planned already   paddling on the Royal Military Canal in Ashford, rowing (on machines!) in the Thames Valley. 

The televised Mile in the South East will take place at Preston Park in Brighton where celebrities and sportspeople alike will be in action with thousands of Milers.

On registering participants will receive one red sock to be worn on the day and on completion of their mile the matching red sock will be awarded.
